• Franchise Tax 
• Mixed Beverage

“More Oklahomans have turned to paying their accounts online,” said Paula Ross, Oklahoma Tax 

Commission spokesperson. “The online payment system is a quick and convenient way to ensure 

payments are received by our agency in a timely manner while giving the taxpayer peace of mind in 

knowing that their confidential information is kept secure.”  

 

OTC currently accepts payments via credit card over the Internet or by telephone. Accepted 

payments include Visa, MasterCard, Discover, American Express and debit card payments.  The 



payments are processed through a secure payment engine, which applies rigorous policies and 

procedures to ensure that citizens and businesses can be confident that their payments are safe, 

private, and secure.

Commission and OK.gov, Oklahoma’s Official Web site.
